Checklist for Purchase of ATF Regulated Materials
For the purchase of regulated explosive materials, including binary powders, from Pyroam, Inc. you will need to provide the following according to Pyroam, Inc. policy and Federal Regulations*:

1. □  The signed and completed Customer and ATF Information Form 

2. □  A legible copy of your ATF license, signed by the person or persons to whom the license has been issued. Please print the name signed behind the signature.  The copy must clearly and legibly show the license number and expiration date.  

3. □  A letter of intent of use and authorized persons.  This letter should contain the following:

a. □  A current list of the names of persons authorized to accept delivery of explosive materials on behalf of the distributee. **

b. □  A current, certified statement of the intended use of the explosive material, e.g., resale, mining, quarrying, agricultural construction, sport rocketry, road building, oil well drilling, seismographic research, display fireworks, entertainment/cultural use, etc.  It must also contain the following information:

i. Individual distributee- the statement of intended use must specify the name, address, date and place of birth, and social security number of the distributee

ii. Business organizations- the statement of intended use must specify the taxpayer identification number, the identity and the principal and local places of business

iii. User permit licensee/holder must revise the furnished copy of the certified statement only when the information is no longer current.

4. □  Copies of all state licenses

The distributee ordering explosive materials must keep the list current and provide updated lists to licensees and holders of user permits on a timely basis.  

An ATF manufacturing license is required to be on file for the end user of binary powders.

** Distributee is defined as any one who receives items from a distributor.
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
